? This Multi Vintage Exceptionnelle exhibits a light straw/green hue in the glass, with a fine persistent
mousse. On the nose it delivers vibrant citrus and stone fruits which are complemented by layers of creamy
complexity. The palate offers a crisp acidity and a concentration of rich and balanced lemon curd and lime
which draw the wine through to a delicious and extended finish.

? A predominantly chardonnay sparkling which has spent nine years in tirage, shows lifted aromas
reminiscent of fresh brioche, white flowers, oyster shell and exotic spice. A seamless and elegantly structured
palate presence exhibiting characters of toasted sourdough, field mushroom, lemon curd and malted batrley.
The wine shows great tension and poise with the low dosage in perfect balance with fine tannins and natural
acidity.

T From the Don Valley in Tasmania’s Northwest Barringwood produces this Schonburger,
a smaller known German varietal. Made by renowned Tasmanian winemaker Jeremy Dineen,
this wine shows a delicate palate of lychee and pear with a hint of spice, balanced
with a crisp clean finish.

2022 Small Wonder, Chardonnay Tamar valley, Tasmania 20

T Lively with citrus infused fruit. Layers of discrete flavours, gentle cool-climate feel, a suggestion of
minerality — quite polite, but still offering concentrated, dense flavours. 10 months in barrel with 20% new
oak

2021 Tolpuddle, Chardonnay Coal River Valley, Tasmania 39

T The Tolpuddle Chardonnay has quickly become one of Tasmania's most sought-after Chardonnay
releases. A very exciting vintage. Quite expressive on the nose, with some lemon peel and quince notes. On
the palate, there is some breadth and power. The touch of opulence is reined in by the classic Tolpuddle
Vineyard seam of acidity, bringing the palate into its customary focused line. The grapes were all hand
picked, whole bunch pressed, and fermented in French oak. The wine spent nine months in barrelwith gentle
stirring as required, then rested in tank on lees.

There’s a laciness to the tannin, and a mineral-like aspect, with bunchy-herb notes ever-
present and the general impression that everything has been carefully placed.

The 2016 vintage shows a big wine, perfect for pairing with cold
weather and a hearty meal—the savoury, almost-smoRy nose presents bresaola and leather, as well as more
typical bramble and blackcurrant, as well as a delicate, cassis-y sweetness. Palate-acid is high, and flavour
continues to develop into black cherry, cocoa and coconut.

Full, yet beautifully balanced with intense flavours,
the wine carries through for an intensely long finish.

Lovely through the finish with a high
acidity that sits comfortably in the wine. This is a blend of Chardonnay, Gewurztraminer, Riesling,
Sauvignon Blanc, Pinot Gris and Pinot Noir.

2017 Moorilla ‘Red Cloth’ Tamar Valley, Tasmania 170
Each variety (pinot noir, shiraz, cabernet sauvignon, cabernet franc, a tiny bit of riesling) was
fermented individually in oak before blending to build a deep, complex wine that’s still decidedly
medium-bodied. Fruit intensity on the nose is excellent, backed by spicier, sweet notes of tobacco, leather
and pepper. A soft but consistent acidity anchors a sophisticated, rewarding palate of red fruit, plums and a
sweet, surprising vibrance.
